HOLY THURSDAY TENEBRAE SERVICE

On Thursday, April 2nd at 7:00 P.M., we will celebrate a solemn observance of the Lord's Supper known as
“Tenebrae.” It was first celebrated in the fourth century. The word "Tenebrae" means “darkness.” In this ser-
vice, seven candles are gradually extinguished, symbolizing the flight and denial of the disciples and friends
of Jesus as the story of the crucifixion unfolds. An eighth candle, symbolizing Christ, remains lighted
throughout the service. The light of Christ can never be extinguished. The altar will be stripped and the light
of Christ will exit, not to return until Easter.
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Here are some interesting Easter facts:

f Easter is not fixed to a specific day. It usually falls between March 22nd and April 25th. It is supposed to
fall on the first Sunday after the full moon following March 21st, the Spring Equinox.

T Decorating Easter eggs was traditionally a symbol of the empty tomb. This traditionis called Py s a n k &
Christians believe that Easter eggs symbolize new life and resurrection. The first Easter baskets looked like
bird's nests.

1 Eggs were a symbol of life to Ancient Egyptians, Persians, Romans and Greeks. The custom of giving eggs
at Easter originated with them.

1 The White House holds an annual Easter egg hunt on the front lawn. This tradition began in 1878 with
President Rutherford B. Hayes. In 1981 the White House began to use wooden Easter eggs so they could be
kept as keepsakes.

1 Members of the Greek Orthodox faith often paint their Easter eggs red, which symbolizes Jesus' blood and
his victory over death. The color red is symbolic of the renewal of life, and as such, Jesus' resurrection.

1 One of the biggest Easter eggs weighed 7,200kg and was 10.39 meters tall. It was on display in an Italian
mall in 2011.

1 An Easter egg was created called The Real Easter Egg. This Easter egg explains the Christian meaning of

Easter. In 2012, 90,000 Real Easter Eggs were sold to churches.

Easter is the oldest Christian holiday, not Christmas.

Approximately $14.7 billion is spent every Easter, with an average of $130 for each home. One hundred and

twenty million pounds of candy are sold at Easter.

1 Approximately 90 million chocolate bunnies are sold at Easter. Approximately 75% of people will eat the
chocolate bunny's ears first. The biggest chocolate bunny was created by an artist in South Africa in 2010. It
weighed 3 tons and stood at 12 feet.

1 Over 16 million jelly beans are eaten on Easter in the United States. This is enough jelly beans to circle the
earth three times.

1 Lilies are a flower often associated with Easter (Easter Lilies). The petals face downward, which is in honor
of Jesus.

1 Wearing new clothing on Easter is said to bring good luck for the coming year.

But you know, the most interesting and blessed fact of Easter is that Jesus the Christ rose from the dead.
