Reading, Singing and Praying  

the Psalms 

The preface to the Psalter in The United 
Methodist Hymnal  states, ñThe book of Psalms is the 
hymn book of the Bible.ò  Many hymns 
in the Hymnal  were inspired by verses 
from the Psalms.  One of the most 
favorite Psalms, Twenty-Three, is the 
inspiration for five hymns listed in the 
index. 

The Psalms have also been seen as 
a prayer book, providing expression for 
a range of emotions from praise and joy to despair 
and anger. Praying the Psalms can provide a channel 

to give words to our most intimate and 
personal feelings of loss and despair or 
help us articulate our feelings of awe and 
wonder toward the majesty and power of 
God.  

Although the Psalms are found in the Old 
Testament, they are frequently quoted in the New 
Testament. According to Larry R. Kalajainen in 
Psalms for the Journey, ñthey are deeply woven into 
the very fabric of the Gospel narratives of Jesusô 
passion. Many, if not most, of the Christological titles 
by which the New Testament names and interprets 
Jesus come from the Psalms.ò1 

Take time this summer to read and reflect on the 
beauty and power of the messages of the psalmists 
who in ancient times gave voice to the 
struggles and emotions we can identify 
with today. Prepare for each Sundayôs 
worship by noting the schedule listed in 
the this Circuit Rider (page 2) for each 
week this summer. If you want to dig 
deeper into a serious study of the 
Psalms, you will find commentaries in the LUMC 
Library. Look for new books on the Psalms on the 
Book Cart.

Find-A-Church can easily locate a United Methodist church for worship, no matter where your vacation takes 
you. We encourage those who worship elsewhere to share their experiences. This can provide great insight and 
inspiration for our home church. 
 

Stay social 
I encourage you to communicate and interact on our churchôs Facebook site. It is an excellent ways of 
relaying news, not only about those who travel, but also to those who travel. Itôs a quick and easy way 
to communicate prayer requests and news of joys and sorrows.

Keep connected with your friends in 
the church. You are not members on our church Facebook? Join. 

 

Send a smile 
Often people who cannot attend church receive fewer visits and calls during the summer. When our 
members cannot devote time for in-person visits, consider sending them a postcard while you are on 
vacation (yes, a printed post-card, with a stamp!)
