Dear Friends, 
Did you know that the bathtub was invented in 1850? The telephone was invented in 1875. "Just think," 
someone said, "You could have sat in the bathtub for 25 years without the phone ringing." It never fails! Just 
when you think you will have some peace and quiet, the telephone rings, or the baby cries, or the car breaks 
down. Or the boss calls you into the office. Peace is a precious commodity and it is so, so elusive.  
Peace is a beautiful word, is it not? Yet it is a word that is a stranger to many people today. The fast paced life 
that many of us lead provides us with an unparalleled measure of material possessions, but it does not provide 
us with peace. Stress is our constant companion, anxiety haunts our dreams. What if we should be downsized 
out of a job, what if we were ill for a prolonged period of time, what if our children marry the wrong person?   
The disciples were not the only ones to long for peace in a raging storm. Where do you find peace? That is the 
longing of every heart. The experience of the disciples is an experience we will all have eventually out in a boat 
in a terrible storm and no peace in sight. Most of you remember the scene well. Jesus and his disciples decided 
to cross the Sea of Galilee by boat. And suddenly a terrible storm came up.   
That can happen on a body of water and it is a frightening experience. The winds howled and the waves beat 
against their boat to the point that it began filling with water. The disciples began to panic. It is interesting that 
Jesus was in the stern asleep during all of this. Either he was an unusually sound sleeper or, even more likely, 
he was at peace with the world.  
I wonder how many people toss and turn in their bed each night, not because of a storm on the outside, but a 
storm on the inside. The disciples woke Jesus. In their disturbed state of mind they asked him, "Do you not care 
that we perish?" And Mark tells us simply that Jesus "rebuked the wind, and said to the sea, Peace! Be still!' 
And the wind ceased, and there was a great calm." Then Jesus said to them, "Why are you afraid? Have you no 
faith?" Mark tells us that the disciples were filled with awe, and said to one another, "Who then is this, that even 
wind and sea obey him?"  
Storms have come into my life recently as most of you know. And storms have come into many of your lives 
recently as well. This is not the first set of storms I have experienced, and t probably wonôt be my last. What 
comes to mind are the lyrics to the song ñThrough It All.ò Through it all, through it all, I've learned to trust in 
Jesus, I've learned to trust in God; through it all, through it all, I've learned to depend upon His Word.  
I may get fatigued but I do not panic. The Lord is in control and the more I trust Him, the stronger my faith 
grows. When I have taken my focus from Him, and focused only the situation at hand, that is when I struggled. 
So, Turn your eyes upon Jesus, Look full in His wonderful face, And the things of earth will grow strangely 
dim, In the light of His glory and grace.

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Why are you a United Methodist? 

Perhaps you have never thought much about why you come to LUMC each Sunday and participate 

in the worship and ministries of the congregation. Perhaps you are here because your parents pre-

sented you as an infant to be baptized and accepted into the body of Christ with the covenant of 

the congregation to uphold and nurture you in the faith. Perhaps you became a member on your 

own confession of faith and a desire to be accepted into the body of Christ. Perhaps you moved 

into the area and found a welcome from the congregation and a place where you felt at home. 

Whatever the reason, your identity as a United Methodist may be less important to you than your identity as 
a Christian and a believer in the Word of God.  However, just as the Apostle Paul writes to Timothy, ñI am 
reminded of your sincere faith, a faith that lived first in your grandmother Lois and your mother Eunice and 
now, I am sure, lives in you (II Tim. 1:5),ò so in our day is oneôs spiritual growth nurtured by the sincere 
faith of the family and the church community. From the leadership and teaching of John Wesley in the 18th 
century to the spiritual leaders of Methodism today, we are encouraged and strengthened in our faith through 
their faithfulness. 
William Willimon, a widely known author, professor and United Methodist Bishop, has written his testimo-
ny in Why I Am a United Methodist. His compelling personal story and his clear explanations of the distinc-
tive Methodist beliefs will help you clarify your own personal beliefs and better understand your identity as 
a United Methodist. 
Another United Methodist writer, Lovett H. Weems, Jr., explores in his book,  Leadership in the Wesleyan 
Spirit, the principles, practices, and passions of John Wesley as a means to enriching our 

ministry today. As Director of the Lewis Center for Church Leadership, he 
continues to advance the understanding and faithful practice of Christian 
leadership not only in the Methodist church but in the wider church and 
world.
